Up to 10 cm in diameter, light brown colour, sinuous shape, rough
when touched.

Low intertidal to high subtidal,
growing on rocks or on other
seaweed. Abundant in Spring.

Laethessia difformis, but this is 
very soft and gelatinous when 
touched.
